Feast Day for Our Lady of GuadalupeðDecember 12th 

In December of 1531, peasant farmer Juan Diego encountered a vision of the             

Virgin Mary while walking on a hill in Northern Mexico City (Tepeyac).  The apparition 

told Juan Diego to build a church in her honor on that site.  When Juan Diego                  

informed the local Bishop of this, the Bishop asked for proof.  So Juan Diego                  

returned to the hill where Mary told him to pick the roses growing on the hillside, 

which were of a variety native to Spain, and out of season too.  Juan Diego gathered 

the roses in his tilma, a large cloth worn by men at the time and also used as a 

satchel, to take to the Bishop. 

Upon returning to the Bishop, he presented the roses only to find that they had 

been miraculously replaced by an image of the Virgin that was painted on the cloth.  

That did it for the Bishop, who ordered the construction of the Basilica, which is still 

standing today at the foot of the hill where Juan Diego first saw the vision.
